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Our Bible says, “where there is no vision, the people perish.” Of

course, the vision we talk about here is the vision that influences one’ s
entire life. In other words, ‘a person who is dreaming’ is the person
who is ready to pay any cost to make his dream come true.

St. Augustine wrote in his book, “Time and Eternity,” that it was not
right to distinguish time as past, present, or future.

He emphasized that “there should be only the present that belongs to
past; a present that belongs to present; and a present that belongs to
future.” So we can say that a person who has vision is a
forward-looking person since he lives in the present that belongs to the
future. Therefore, he can overcome his present sufferings because he
thinks that they are the price he has to pay in order to make his dream
come true someday in the future.

If someone presses an accelerator pedal and expects his car to move
forward while putting his gear in reverse, he is out of his mind. If
anyone wants to move his car forward, he must first put the gear in
“drive.” We can apply this kind of example to the way we think.
When someone’ s thoughts are always negative, he is like a person
who placed the gear in his car in “reverse.” So, no matter what he
does, he always thinks that “it will not be possible” first. On the
other hand, when someone’s thoughts are always positive, he is like a
person who placed the gear in his car in “drive.” So, he always
thinks about “possibility” first.

Meanwhile, when thought and faith meet together, something great
happens. Since thoughts of faith help us to see the potential possibility
of the future instead of the problem of present, we can move forward
in our lives as long as we live by “thoughts of faith.” For example,
when the Isrealites fought against the Philistines, King Saul who did not
have much faith, saw Goliath as a huge problem. But David, a person
of faith, saw the giant Goliath as a huge target he could not miss with
his sling shot.
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
