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PASTORAL
COLUMN

It is known that generally people think about 30,000 times a day on average. However,
dark and negative thoughts outweigh bright and positive thoughts. These negative
thoughts are a big factor that devastates our lives because they lead to actions. This
means that a person can experience changes in his life when he makes a change in his
thoughts. Then, what makes an essential difference in our thinking?

“Remember your word to your servant, for you have given me hope.” (Psalms
119:49). The Psalmist had a hope because he listened to God’s Word. In this way, a
person who finds hope in God’s Word can lead to a happy life by changing his thoughts
positively. This is because he always tries to get an answer in God’s Word, no matter
what hardships he has in his life. As there is a saying that “life is a hardship,” everyone
in the world who lives a hard life needs comfort. The question is: what do we comfort
our lives with? “My comfort in my suffering is this: Your promise preserves my life”
(Psalms 119:50). David said that the Word of the Lord saved him, which indicates that
the Word of the Lord was a consolation and strength in the midst of hardship. This is
because he was trained from an early age to listen to the voice of the Lord and to exam-
ine the will of the Lord.

When Mother Teresa was asked, “What do you say when you pray?” she replied
that “Ilisten.” It was a short answer, but a meaningful answer. The most touching voice
you can hear in the world is the sound of God not forgetting to find the people who live
in sin. When Adam committed a sin, God called him hiding in the shade. God even
showed up to Cain, the first murderer who killed Adam, and gave him a chance to
repent. The confession that “The Word of the Lord has saved me” is not the kind of a
confession that anyone can make. Only those who hear God’s voice can confess that
“The Word of the Lord has saved me” and those who find hope in the Word can be
changed positively and lead a happy life, because they know the joy of living in accor-
dance with the Word.




PASTORAL
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“Your decrees are the theme of my song wherever Ilodge” (Psalms 119: 54). The mes-
sage that “The Lord’s decrees have become my song” means that the Psalmist happily
obeyed God’s Word. People who obey the Word happily are truly blessed even if they
cannot enjoy worldly wealth. “In the night I remember your name, O Lord, and I will
keep your law. This has been my practice: I obey your precepts” (Psalms: 55-56). Here
the Psalmist kept the law of the Lord believing that God was even in the night of hard-
ship when everyone left. For the Psalmist, God’s law was “the only law in life” that he
had to keep even when he was alone. He adhered to the “law of the Lord” so thoroughly
that he confessed that it was his possession.

During the time of David, Israel achieved unification and prosperity in all aspects:
military, economic, social, and cultural. David’s possession would have been beyond
imagination, as he had won all the wars he had fought and expanded the territory of
Israel to Aram and received a lot of tributes from the Gentile countries around Israel.
But David confessed that “obeying the law of the Lord” was the most precious posses-
sion of all things in the world. David was saying that this protected him on the dark
night of his life and saved his life at the crossroads of life and death. So what does the
law of the Lord mean to us? Does it really make you joyful? Are you really listening to it

with confidence that it protects you?
