Have you ever heard ofthe word, ‘WOLABAL’? The term is often used by young people
in the generation of 20s and 30s. It is a compound word of Work, Life and Balance,’
meaning the balance between work and life. These kinds of abbreviations are popular
among the new generation, commonly called the MZ generation. Some examples of
such coined abbreviations popularly used by the young generation include NIMBY
(Not In My Back Yard). Such coined words used by the MZ generation sound interest-
ing but, more fundamentally, there are many cases where the way of thinking by the
young generation does not square with that of the older generation, which seems to be
attributed to the difference between the old generation in the 50s and 60s, who lived in
an era where work was prioritized, and the MZ generation, who pursues a "WOLA-
BAL.

Then, what is the difference in thoughtsbetween God the Creator and man?“My
thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways. As the heavens are
higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than
your thoughts.” (Isaiah 55:8-9). Regarding the difference in the way of thinking be-
tween God and man,let’s look at the conversation between God and saints in Malachi's
time. “’Thave loved you,’ says the Lord. But you ask, ‘How have you loved us?”” (Mala-
chi 1:2). God loved Israel, but Israel people's reaction was very cynical. They protest
that "What are you talking about love?' 'We live so hard... is it love?'

Then, on what basis did God say that He loved Israel? The difference in thoughts be-
tween God and them is so great that it is impossible to find a happy medium point.
Where does the difference lie? “You are a people holy to the Lord your God. The Lord
your God has chosen you out of all the peoples on the face of the earth to be his people,
his treasured possession. The Lord did not set his affection on you and choose you be-
cause you were more numerousthan other peoples, for you were the fewest of all peo-

ples.” (Deuteronomy 7:6-7).
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Here we must pay attention to the fact that Israel people did not become the saints of
God because they were qualified. It is simply the working of God's grace made possible
by God's unconditional choice. When God’s grace is upon us, we will enjoy the pres-
ence of God who is with us every moment in every journey of life and sing like
this:“Many, O Lord my God, are the wonders you have done. The things you planned
for us no one can recount to you; were I to speak and tell of them, they would be too
many to declare” (Psalms 40:5). This psalm is a psalm of thanksgiving written by Da-
vid,thanking God for his guidanceafter he passed through the valley of the shadow of
death. He was exhausted physically and mentally as he was chased by King Saul's army.
However, when he thought of the guidance of God who rescued him from such an ex-
cruciating pain, he felt so grateful.

Albert Einstein, a world-renowned physicist, said, 'There are two ways to live life'.
“One is to live as if there were no miracles, and the other is to live as if everything were
amiracle.” Imagine the difference between the life of a person who lives as if everything
were a miracle and the life of a person who lives as if there were no miracles. What kind
oflife do you want to live? If you truly want to experience miracles in your daily life, en-
grave the words of Deuteronomy into your mind. There are many people who sigh that
life in the world is complicated, but in fact, their heads are complicated. This is because
of greed, but if you change your thought and put the Lord first and live according to the
Word, you can always experience miracles. Moses tells them that this is a miracle and

God's love and grace.
