There is an interesting expression in the Korean language, which is the word ‘eat-
ing.’Not only do we say that we eat rice/food, but we also commonly use such a phrase-
as ‘I ate a curse’ which means that 'I was cursed.’Also, Korean people use expressions
such as T ate a goal’ and ‘I ate a shot' in everyday life, which means that ‘I lost a goal,’
and I got clobbered,’ respectively. After] read an article in which a foreign journalist in
Korea interpreted the expression 'eating' positively, even though he was unfamiliar
with the usage of the term, I became quite sympathetic to the expression. If you eat
something and can’t digest it, you’ll be in trouble, but if you eat something and digest it
well, you’ll grow. As the journalist said, if we ‘eat’ (that is, digest) cursing, criticism,
betrayal, and pain, all of these become factors that make us grow. However, if you ‘eat’
them, and can’t digest them, you’ll get hurt and feel a fit of anger inside, and you may
feel more pain because of the anger.

God's Word is the spiritual digestive juice that dissolves the pain in the mind caused by
negative words. So, if you deeply meditate on the Word of God during hardship, the
Word will make you grow. This is because the Word of God works as a spiritual diges-
tive fluid that filters out the poison contained in a person's words and leaves only God's
grace. The psalmist who experienced this kind of grace sang: “Your statutes are won-
derful, therefore I obey them” (Psalm 119:129). The psalmist here says that the testi-
monies of the Lord arewonderful, but at what point did he say they arewonderful? The
psalmist experienced God's Word as accounting for every situation in his life. So, he
was able to gain strength whenever he meditated on the Word of God. People become
frustrated by the hardshipthey face in life because it is not accounted for, but when the
psalmist meditates on the Word of God, all the hardships were accounted for. The
psalmist, who had experienced manyhardships, confessed, "My soul obeys the stat-
utes." As such, obedience to the Word is the natural reaction of a person who has expe-

rienced the Word of God in their lives.

“Simon answered, ‘Master, we have worked hard all night and haven’t caught any-
thing.But you say so, I will let down the nets” (Luke 5:5). The original word of 'hard
work' here is 'Kopiao', which means 'working hard' or ‘laboring.” It's funny because it
sounds like 'nose bleeding’ in Korean. That day, Simon kept his nose to the grindstone
on the Sea of Galilee but did not catch any fish. People work tirelessly, even though
they feel they are tired if the reward for their hard work is certain. Which of the follow-
ing will make you more tired?When your business is doing well and you are as busy as
abee, or when your business is slow, and you are catching flies? Parents endure any dif-
ficulty when they see their children grow up well, even if they go through a lot of hard-
ship while raising their children. It's a problem when you've worked hard, but there's
no result. Won't you give up while saying this is not the case? But notice what Simon
said when the Lord told him: “Put out into the deep water and let down the nets for a
catch.” This is notthe confession Simon made reluctantly. <Modern People's Bible>
translates this verse as "Because Master said so, I’ll cast the net one more time,” which
means that he acted on trusting in the Lord's Word. It is a grace to believe the Word of
the Lord. Receiving this grace, the psalmist sings, “The unfolding of your words gives
light; it gives understanding to the simple” (Psalm 119:130). The phrase ‘the unfold-
ing of the Word of the Lord’ simply means ‘meditating on the Word.” The psalmisthad
the experience that the light shone in his heart and the darkness receded while meditat-
ing on the Word during hardships. As a result, he was confessing the fact that he was
able to stand up with courage after realizing God's will, even though he was a simple.

It is said that fear is a reaction, and courage is a determination. Fear is a common reac-
tion when one day we suddenly encounter an event that is beyond our control. Howev-
er, unlike this kind of reaction, it is true that there are people who face the incident
face-to-face and try to solve it with courage. Unless this kind of determination is a bluff,
there is a reason for it. The psalmist sang that it was because he realized God's will by

unfolding and accepting the Word in the midst of hardship.
