Since the Nobel Prize was established in 1901, Jews (including people of Jewish de-
scent) have accounted for about 30% of all Nobel Prize winners. What is the secret that
has led Israel to produce so many world-class scholars? Many education experts find
the reason in their study method known as 'Havruta'. This is a study method in which
students pair up to find answers in the process of asking questions, conversing, and dis-
cussing, In this way, students make the answers their own. In the Gospels, Jesus often
asks questions to His disciples, and it seems that Jesus followed the Jewish learning
method. Today, I would like to share three questions related to (1) the object of faith,
(2) the purpose of faith, and (3) the value of faith.

1. “Who do you say I am?” (Matthew 16:15). This is the question Jesus threw to his
disciples in the area of Caesarea Philippi. When Jesus heard that people regarded him as
one of the prophets like John the Baptist and Elijah, he asked for the disciples' opinions.
The gist of His question is: who is the 'object of faith'? Many people sometimes mistak-
enly think that they have faith even though they have only the form of faith without a
proper understanding of the object of faith. In such a case, they look sincere on the out-
side, but in reality, their behavior is simply a religious act that seeks self-satisfaction.
Such being the case, they fall even in front of a small wind. On the other hand, if the
object of faith is certain, they can overcome any obstacle, because they entrustto Him
who dwells within them and can receive thorough guidance.

2. “Do you want to leave too?” (John 6:67). This question was asked to the disciples in
asituation where the Lord proclaimed the 'bread of life' to the crowds coming to Him. It
happened when people complained thatHis word was difficult to understand and left
the Lord. Meanwhile, the word of the Lord that people did not understand is John
6:51. “I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread,
he will live forever. This breadis my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world”
(John 6:51). What the crowd who came to Jesus wanted was purely worldly things

such as 'getting meat or being healed',

but Jesus said incomprehensible words to them like 'What I can give you is 'eternal life.’
Moreover, in order to give this eternal life to them, Jesus said that He would have to die
as a 'sacrifice' on the cross. Then the crowd left Jesus like the ebb tide. In this situation,
the Lord asked the disciples, "Do you want to leave too?" This was a question the Lord
asked from the heart that He wanted the disciples to know clearly about the ‘purpose of
faith.”

3. “Do you truly love me more than these?” (John 21:15). This is the question that the
resurrected Lord asked when He returned to Galilee and visited the disciples who were
fishing. Peter said he would follow the Lord until he died, but when the Lord was cruci-
fied, he could not stand by his side. However, the Lord visited him to encourage him to
achieve spiritual recovery rather than to rebuke him. And the Lord asked Peter the
question to make him confess again his love for the Lord and learn the ‘value of faith,’so
thathe could put the highest value of his life at following the Lord and living according
to Lord’s will and conduct competently the evangelical ministry left by the Lord.

Itis known that customs officers atthe Busan Customs Office smash confiscated. luxury
watches with a hammer and put them into a furnace to dispose of them. A reporter who
was covering their daily business was surprised and asked one of them. “Isn’t a waste to
smash luxury watches?” Then the customs officer smiled at the reporter and replied. “If
I think this is a waste, I can’t keep my seat.” If you are obsessed with the things of the
world and love and cling only to such worldly things, you will not be able to keep the
position God has entrusted to you.

The Lord asked these questions to his disciples to enlighten them, so that they could
firmly keep the status of God's children given to them. He asked the most important
question, 'Havruta,' in order to establish them as the best ministers. Jesus' question led
them to ponder over their ministry, and they responded to the Lord's will. They did the
best to become a martyr for the gospel by realizing for themselves the questions of ‘who
the object of faith was, *what the purpose of faith was,” and ‘what the value of faith

was.’
