Looking at the younger generation these days, we can find that there are many double-in-
come families, and there are quite a few families where the traditional roles of the couple
have changed, with the husband taking care of the housekeeping and the wife undertak-
ing a social life for reasons such as raising children. Although the social traditions are
changing rapidly, we must not forget that the fundamental role that God has entrusted to
women is childbirth and parenting. In this regard, the writer of Proverbs defined the
image of the woman God seeks as follows: “A wife of noble character who can find? She
isworth more than rubies” (Proverbs 31:10). And from verse 11 onwards, the image of the
virtuous woman that God seeks is explained. In one word, the woman God seeks is ‘a
woman who saves her family,’ that is, a woman who is good at ‘housekeeping’.

Who is the woman who is good at ‘housekeeping’? “Charm is deceptive, and beauty is
fleeting, but a woman who fears the Lord is to be praised” (Proverbs 31:30). A woman
who fears the Lord and is good at housekeeping Kkills herself and saves her family both
physically and spiritually. “She selects wood and flax and works with eager hands. She is
like the merchant ships, bringing her food from afar. She gets up while it is still dark; she
provides food for her family and portions for her servant girls.” (Proverbs 31: 13-15).
The CEO of 'Sunwoo', a marriage information company, said, "Love at first sight is a 'feel-
ing,’ not a lasting ‘love.” That's why many people who get married based on feelings get
easily divorced, and the number one divorce reason is not the 'change of mind' but 'eco-
nomic power.” In this respect, a woman who is good at housekeeping is a woman who
fears the Lord, is diligent and sincere, manages her household wisely, and raises a
family. “When it snows, she has no fear for her household; for all of them are clothed in
scarlet. Her husband is respected at the city gate, where he takes his seat among the
elders of the land” (Proverbs 31:21, 23 ). In this way, a woman who is good at housekeep-
ing earns the respect of her entire family by reviving the domestic economy and improv-
ing the family's reputation. “Her children arise and call her blessed; her husband also,
and he praises her: Many women do noble things, but you surpass them all” (Proverbs
31:28.29). A child who has such a woman as his mother is the most blessed person in the

world, and a man who has such a woman as his wife is the happiest person in the world.
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The fact that she is raising her children so well is the result of living according to the
Word of God. “Sons are a heritage from the Lord, children a reward from Him” (Psalm
127:3). She believes that her children are a heritage from the Lord, so that she raises
them according to His will and reaps the fruits of the joy given by the Lord. Among par-
ents, there are people whose pride is hurt when their children fall behind other chil-
dren. If their children lose, they think that they lose and scold their children harshly.
This is because parents view their children as their own possessions, not as a heritage
given by God. Such being the case, their children cannot be expected to stand up and
give thanks to their parents voluntarily. The Psalmist talks about how those who raise
their children as a heritage from the Lord are blessed. “The children of a young man
are like arrows in the hand of a warrior; blessed are they whose traditions are filled
with them. They will not be put to shame when they speak to their enemies in the gate”
(Psalm 127:4-5). Here, what does it mean to say that the young man's child is "like an
arrow in the hand of a warrior"? Guiding children to follow the right path is a parent's
most important mission. The arrows compared to children fly as their parents shoot
them. The arrows named children which are shot toward God bring glory to God and a
blessing to their parents. However, the arrows named children which are shot wildly
toward the world eventually return to their parents, leaving their hearts bruised.

The word FAMILY stands for ‘Father And Mother, I Love You.” A family whose children
sincerely say, “Mom and Dad, I love you,” would be a truly happy family. In such a
family, there is a wife who fears God and takes care of the housekeeping well, and there
are children who stand in faith. God never established a school or a national institution.
Then where does this huge society we live in come from? It is a family. Our mothers
play a more important role than anyone else in saving each family. Therefore, I hope
that you will truly fear the Lord and become a woman who is praised, so that your

family will be saved.
