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In a first-grade elementary school class, the teacher showed children two pictures of a
man reading a book and a man chopping firewood. The teacher then asked them which
of the two men was working. Most of the children answered that the man chopping fire-
wood was working. But one of the children said that the man reading a book was work-
ing. The child's father was a university professor, and the child thought that work for his
dad was reading books. If we do not acknowledge that the concept of work varies from
person to person, we may have some misunderstanding of the nature of work. Similarly,
if we do not understand what God is doing, it is too natural that we misunderstand God's
work.

“Let us acknowledge the Lord; let us press on to acknowledge him; As surely as the sun
rises, he will appear; he will come to us like the winter rains, like the spring rains that
water the earth” (Hosea 6:3). As we know, everything in life will pass away and rot away.
However, if you do not know God and accordingly are ignorant of what you will ultimate-
ly rely on, you will inevitably become dependent on the things of the world. In this
regard, the prophet Hosea declared that “Let us acknowledge the Lord; let us press on to
acknowledge the Lord.” Only by understanding God correctly can we live in the ev-
er-changing world without being shaken. This is the blessing of blessings, because there
isno life as unhappy as the gravity of life is shaken. I am the Alpha and the Omega,’ says
the Lord, who is, and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty” (Revelation 1:8). When
we recognize God in this way and fully believe in Him, we will be able to stand firmly
without being shaken in any situation. This is because God, who is the Alpha and the
Omega of our lives and is with us at every moment, will hold us firmly so that we do not

fall in this changing world.
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A remarriage matching company conducted an interesting survey on May 11, 2024, tar-
geting approximately 600 single men and women who were divorced. The survey was
conducted on the cases in which the ex-spouses’ strengths contributed to their divorce.
The survey results were interesting. For divorced single-male respondents, the order of
answers in importance was the success, friendliness, and attractive appearance of their
spouses. On the other hand, for divorced single-female respondents, the order of an-
swers was the nice manners, versatility, stylish dressing, and neat personality of their
spouses. Considering that these factors are the biggest reasons for divorce, it seems that
the problem is associated with a sense of inferiority. In relation to this, Ezekiel promised
blessings to be given to the Israelites when they lived with hope in God. “The trees of the
field will yield their fruit and the ground will yield its crops; the people will be secure in
their land. They will know that I am the Lord, when I break the bars of their yoke and
rescue them from the hands of those who enslaved them. They will no longer be
plundered by the nations, nor will wild animals devour them. They will live in safety, and
no one will make them afraid” (Ezekiel 34:27-28). What is emphasized here is peace,
which is a spiritual state they enjoy when God is with them. It is a blessing given by God,
who is the Alpha and the Omega, who is, was before, and will come in the future.
Apostle John was imprisoned on the island of Patmos, a remote island, while testifying to
the Word of God and Jesus. However, he was not filled with fear and despair, because he
believed that the Lord was with him. Living in this way with the feeling of the presence of
God in all situations is truly the blessing of blessings. Only then will you have confidence
and will not be shaken by anything in the world and will not be envious of anything. Also,
true peace comes to you when you are convinced that ‘God exists’ in your daily life.

“God looks down from heaven on the sons of men to see if there are any who understand,
any who seek God...” (Psalm 53:2). People who understand God live in God not only in the
chapel but in every aspect of life. This kind of people lives with hope for eternal life ac-
cording to the Word rather than for worldly wealth and fame. And to those who live in a
world of disbelief and yet increase their sins without knowing the reality of the sins, they
declare that God who is the Alpha and the Omega of our lives, and who is, was before, and
will come as the Lord of judgment, takes all who come before Him as His children and

wants to be the beginning and end of their lives.
