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PASTORAL
COLUMN

There is a Korean saying, “Worrying too much is a fated character,” and there are
people around us who embrace all their worries and concerns. It is a problem if we,
who have become free from sin by accepting the Lord's invitation to "Come to me, all
you who are weary and burdened," and who have resolved the fundamental worries of
life, live buried in worries. When Israel entered Canaan and conquered the land under
the leadership of Joshua, the Israelites were winning every battle against the Canaan-
ites. At that time, the chieftain of Gibeon, who was living in the Canaan region, heard
about what the Israelites had done in the Jericho and Ai battles and quickly dispatched
an envoy to Joshua to deliver a message requesting peace with Israel. The Gibeonites
used a trick because they knew that Israel would not fight against people outside of
Canaan. They decided to become a vassal state of Israel in order to avoid being de-
stroyed by Israel. Joshua hastily entered a peace treaty with the Gibeonites without
even investigating what was going on. However, just three days after signing the treaty
with them, Joshua learned that he had been deceived by them. They were not a people
living far away, but a people living near the territory of Canaan. There was a strong
sentiment to attack them, but Joshua opposed that opinion. The single reason was that
the treaty was made in the name of Jehovah God.

However, around that time, upon learning that Gibeon had made a peace treaty with
Israel, the five kings of Canaan formed an alliance to attack Gibeon. The Gibeonites,
sensing danger, immediately sent envoys to Israel to ask for help. Joshua, upon receiv-
ing their request, immediately led the Israelite army and went to the battlefield. Joshua
ran 40 kilometers to launch a surprise attack and was going to annihilate the fleeing
enemy remnants. However, he faced a difficult situation because the sun was setting.
At that moment, Joshua gave an extraordinary command to the sun and the moon. “O
sun, stand still over Gibeon, O moon, over the valley of Aijalon.” Joshua prayed a
prayer that made no sense from a worldly perspective, but his prayer came true, and
Israel won a great victory. Joshua believed that if he made an oath in the name of God,
he had to keep it even if it meant death. For those who honor the name of Jehovah in
this way, God, who created time, continues to work in the present as well as in the past

and demonstrates His power today.




PASTORAL

This is the story of a person who miraculously survived when the Twin Towers, the
World Trade Center collapsed in New York. As he was running down from the 100th
floor, he remembered the Word, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be
saved” (Romans 10:13). So he ran down like crazy, calling out His name, “Lord.” He
shouted, "Call God! Call Jesus" to those who followed him, and it was amazing that he
personally experienced that whenever he called on the name of the Lord, the flames es-
caped him, and the path opened to him. It was known that they ran down for 50 min-
utes, and soon after they came out of the building, the building collapsed. “Because he
loves me, says the Lord, I will rescue him; I will protect him for he acknowledges my
name” (Psalm 91:14). When the Psalmist says that he knows the name of God, it means
that he knows who God is and therefore loves him. The Psalmist believed that God res-

cued those who loved Him from a crisis and elevated them in the world.

When people are in crisis, they show their familiar complexion. What do you do when
you encounter urgent and difficult situations? Are you a person who holds on to the
Word and prays? Are you annoyed with all kinds of unfounded worries? People who are
accustomed to praying on a regular basis will pray, and people who are accustomed to
meditating on the Word will hold on to the Word and win. A person who stands on
God's side and has fellowship with God can open his mouth and offers a bold prayer.
When you stand on God's side like that, you will not be oppressed by the things of the
world, but will be empowered with the power to rule over them. Like Joshua, you will
receive God’s answer through a bold and undoubted prayer, whatever it is on God's

side.
