The Korean archery team brings golden news every day from the Paris Summer Olympics. The
players' hard work may be the reason for the good results, but many media outlets highlight,
along with testimony from officials concerned, the fact that the H Group's consistent support for
the Korean archery team for the past 40 years has produced good results. Another reason is the
systematic management of players. Related to this, the heart rates of the players who participat-
ed in the archery games have been drawing much attention in the news media. The players'
heart rates are known to be the same as when the average person is resting comfortably. This is
evidence showing how many situations they have trained in so far, and it had a decisive influ-
ence on the different colors of the medals.

“Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of life” (Proverbs 4:23). We live in an era
when 100-year-old life is no surprise, but it is not good to live long, but it is good to live healthily.
However, no matter how healthy a person is, no one will live forever in this world. The good
news is that the more we live in this world, the less affectionate we become to the world. As
people live, their physical strength, money, people, and desire for living diminishes. As we live
like this, our worldly hopes inevitably taper off, but we who have been saved are increasingly
filled with heavenly hopes, and we are thankful that we can seek meanings while living the time
that God has allowed us, even in a world that is not affectionate. This is because we are God’s
people who believe in God’s sovereignty.

There are hard times in life when you get seriously injured from some accidents such as a car ac-
cident, but people don't choose to have such accidents. Such accidents simply happened to
them. No one chooses to get involved in these kinds of things. However, the person who had an
accident can fully choose what meaning is given to the accident and how it is remembered. So
how can you guard your mind about unfortunate events that have happened to you, but have not
been chosen by you? “For everything God created is good, and nothing is to be rejected if it is re-
ceived with thanksgiving; because it is consecrated by the word of God and prayer” (1 Timothy
4:4,5). Life and death, happiness and misfortune were created by God. Therefore, no matter
what we encounter while living in this world, we accept it with gratitude because we believe in
God's good hand. Even if we experience something that is painful and difficult to handle, we be-
lieve in the providence of God who created it, so we interpret and accept it through God's word
and prayer. If you just accept life in this way, you will be able to live happily every day. In rela-

tion to this, what Solomon says in Ecclesiastes 3:22 is meaningful.
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“I saw that there is nothing better for a man than to enjoy his work, because that is his lot” (Eccle-

siastes 3:22).

How would it be great if your life turned out the way you planned? However, there are many
times when life does not go as you plan. That's probably why the saying "three days of resolution”
came about. We have good thoughts and resolutions, but there are many times when we are
unable to fulfill them in reality, and the Bible teaches us that this is not a matter of human will,
but a spiritual matter. “So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful
nature. For the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary
to the sinful nature. They are in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want”

(Galatians 5:16-17).

Dostoevsky, the great writer of Russia, said, “Our hearts are the battlefield where the Holy Spirit
and the devil fight!” If you do not put your first priority on what the Lord pleases, the devil will
work and prevent you from guarding your heart. So how can we guard our hearts and live a
happy life on this battlefield? “You are a garden locked up, my sister, my bride; you are a spring
enclosed, a sealed fountain” (Song of Songs 4:12). This is the story of Solomon's love with the Shu-
lammite, but spiritually, it must be understood as the story about the relationship between Christ
and us, His brides. This does not mean that we must live in isolation from the outside world, but
that we must guard our hearts and purify our spirits. In other words, believers must make their
hearts ‘locked gardens’ to prevent worldly philosophies and desires from dwelling in them; they
must make their hearts ‘covered wells’ to prevent worldly filth from entering; and they must
make their hearts ‘sealed springs’ to always contain clean living water in their spirits. We must
strictly guard the door of our hearts to prevent evil spirits from penetrating into our hearts and
sowing weeds. To achieve this, our heart must become a temple of the Holy Spirit and a garden
guided by the Holy Spirit. Living in accordance with the Holy Spirit in this way is to live in accor-

dance with the desires of the Holy Spirit and to live in the grace of the Lord, guarding our hearts.
