The first car I bought when I came to the United States to study 29 years ago was a $3,000-valued
used Oldsmobile. I changed several cars over the years, but no other car made my heart flutter
as much as that purple Oldsmobile car. It was a time when my whole family ate McDonald's
hamburgers as a special treat. At the time, there was an episode related to seat belts. I wasn't
used to wearing a seat belt, so I just drove without fastening a seat belt and got a $95 ticket. It was
a truly absurd experience, but I considered it as my expensive learning fee and to this day have
been always wearing my seat belt while driving. Now, if I don't do that, I feel anxious and even
scared as if I had nothing in front of me. I often think that the process of maturing our faith is the
same as the process of getting used to seat belts.

“That day, when evening came, he said to his disciples, ‘Let us go over to the other side.’ Leaving
the crowd behind, they took him along, just as he was, in the boat. There were also other boats
with him. A furious squall came up, and the waves broke over the boat, so that it was nearly
swamped” (Mark 4:35-37). This event happened when Jesus finished his ministry and crossed the
Sea of Galilee with his disciples at dusk. Then suddenly a violent gust of wind blew. The boat
began to be filled with water, and the disciples screamed in fear. However, Jesus was sleeping in
the stern of the boat as if he were from a completely different world from his disciples, and he
finally woke up when they shook him awake. And immediately he solved the problem they were
facing, which was something that could not be understood with the laws of nature. “He got up
and rebuked the wind and said to the waves, ‘Quiet! Be still!” Then the wind died down, and it was
completely calm” (Mark 4:39).

The background of this incident was a time when many people were flocking to the gospel of
heaven and healing ministry preached by Jesus. Therefore, the disciples were probably very
tired from putting the crowd flocking to the Lord in order and guiding them. However, when
they saw the crowd coming to Jesus, they seemed to have had different feelings from Jesus.
There is a Korean phrase, ‘Gwanjong,” which indicates people who like to get attention. Isn’t it
often the case that everyone gets excited when they receive the attention of the world? Before
they were called upon as disciples by the Lord, they had nothing to show off in the world, and
managed to live attracting little attention from people. However, since they started getting to-
gether with the Lord, they began to receive the attention of numerous people flocking to the

Lord.

Presumably, when the disciples who received unprecedented attention that day crossed the Sea
of Galilee, they dreamed of so-called 'success' out of a flattered mind, looking at the large crowd
gathered in Capernaum. Evidence of this can be confirmed later in the fact that the disciples de-
manded seats on the right and left sides of the Lord. From this perspective, we can imagine that
the storm that hit them at the end of that day was not an accident, but ‘something made by
God’(Ecclesiastes 3:11) to direct their eyes to the Lord's work and not the affairs of the world.

On the other hand, the Sea of Galilee, like all lakes in general, is different from the sea, and thus
violent winds and furious waves do not generally occur. At a time when no one was even thinking
about a storm, a strong gust of wind that threatened to engulf the ship blew and filled the boat
with water, leading it to the brink of sinking. As this incident shows, crises in life could be hap-
pening even when we are doing well and are in a state of peace, and thus we should be able to
hear the voice of the Lord saying, “So, if you think you are standing firm, be careful that you don’t
fall!” (1 Corinthians 10:12). When things are going well in the world, we often have a tendency to
take off our seat belts. The problem is that at such a time, many people suddenly got shipwrecked
due to the storm that blew. Therefore, we must always check our spiritual position, following the
Lord’s command to be especially careful when we stand firm.

There is an athlete who became the biggest star at the last Paris Olympics, Yeji Kim, who won the
World Championship with a new world record right before the Olympics. In a phone interview
with Korea's CBS, Kim was asked by an anchor, "What will you say to your five-year-old daughter
when you return home?" She answered that she would say: "Minso, mommy has come home."
Then, the anchor asked if she wouldn’t say, “Mommy won a medal,” but she confirmed again that
she would just say, “Mommy has come.” What she said touched us: The child does not yet know
what a medal is, and what the child really wants is not the medal around her neck, but the fact
that ‘Mommy has come home.” Although she stood at the top of the world, she was not arrogant

and knew her position and what she had to do.
