Professor Peter Hills of the Department of Psychology at Anglia Ruskin University in the United
Kingdom has published interesting research results related to human relationships. The happi-
er a person is, the more directly he looks at the eyes of others, and the more depressed a person
is, the more he avoids the eyes of others. Avoiding eye contact means not having the will to ac-
tively communicate with others, and the more often he engages in this behavior, the more isolat-
ed he feels. From the perspective of faith, an even bigger problem is that the number of people
who are turning away from God when they are suffering or depressed is rapidly increasing.
These people have a fundamental problem with their faith. That is, they have no faith at all, or
they are in a great crisis in their faith. A born-again person never takes his eyes off God, even

when his life is depressed, and he is on the verge of death.

At the time of Jeremiah's activities, Judea was steeped in extreme idolatry and was punished for
it. Jeremiah was a prophet who prophesied as a member of the Jewish people who received the
judgment of wrath. Even during the suffering of his people being taken captive, he looked to God
and asked for God's mercy. “I remember my affliction and my wandering, the bitterness and the
gall” (Lamentations 3:19). He likened the terrible hardships that the people of Judah suffered
due to their sin of worshiping idols to 'the bitterness and the gall,” and prayed that there would
be hope for the people even in the midst of such bitter suffering. The fact that he looked to God
even when he suffered hardships like the bitterness and the gall was proof that he was in God's
grace. Like this, faithful people of God see ‘hope’ in the Lord no matter what the circumstances

are.

“Suffering is mandatory, and misery is optional!” As the saying goes, ‘suffering’ comes to every-
one as we live in this world. However, the ‘misery’ or 'agony' caused by the suffering may vary
from person to person, and this depends on the person's vision. “Now I rejoice in what was suf-
fered for you, and I fill up in my flesh what is still lacking in regard to Christ’s afflictions, for the

sake of his body, which is the church” (Colossians 1:24).

As Apostle Paul confessed here, we may suffer from many things in life, but whether we will
remain in misery and frustration or soar with new vision depends on our faith in God's sovereign-
ty. When we believe that everything in the world happens under God's providence, we will be
able to confess, like Peter, that our lives are being made under God's sovereignty. “The God of all
grace, who called you to his eternal glory in Christ, after you have suffered a little while, will him-

self restore you and make you strong, firm and steadfast” (1 Peter 5:10).

Because Jeremiah understood God's will toward Judea in this way, he was able to praise God even
during the great suffering. “Because of the Lord’s great love, we are not consumed, for his com-
passions never fail. They are new every morning, great is your faithfulness” (Lamentations
3:22-23). He did not fall into misery during his hardships and sang of the Lord's mercy and com-
passion every morning. This is a phrase that reminds us of the manna given to the Israelites every
morning while they were in the wilderness. Just as the Israelites who had left Egypt collected
fresh manna every morning as they passed through the wilderness for 40 years, this was a song
that the people of Israel in suffering would receive mercy and compassion every morning
through the Word of God. This song, proclaimed by Jeremiah during his suffering, sang of 'hope

for the future' and, in what follows, emphasized ‘'waiting.” “I say to myself, ‘The Lord is my por-
tion; therefore I will wait for him.” The Lord is good to those whose hope is in him, to the one who

seeks him; It is good to wait quietly for the salvation of the Lord” (Lamentations 3:24-26).

It is known that the Spanish people overcome hardships by meditating on the adage, “Hope is
the last thing to be lost.” But do you know the fact? The 'hope' that God gives in Jesus will never
disappear. No one or anything in the world can take this 'hope' away from us as long as we remain
in the Lord. Jeremiah was a prophet who possessed this hope. By instilling this hope in the hearts

of his people, he was asking them not to fall into misery but to sing of hope in times of suffering.
