Maria Morera of Spain, who was listed in the Guinness Book of World Records as the
world’s oldest person, passed away on last Tuesday, August 20, 2024at the age of 117.
She was also famous for actively communicating with the outside world through her
social media account called “Super Catalan Grandma.” On the day before she passed
away, she posted the following message on her account, hinting at her death, and
passed away the next day. “The moment is coming. Don’t cry. I don’t like tears. Don’t
worry for me. Wherever I go, I will be happy there and I will always be with you in any
way.” I think this message she left behind is the best legacy she could leave to her
family and those who love her. Maria believed that she would enter the eternal king-
dom, and she left that belief as a seed of eternal hope for those who remain in this
world.

In the Gospel of John, when the moment came for Jesus to carry the cross, He prayed
to God as follows: “After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: ‘Father,
the time has come. Glorify your Son, that you're your Son may glorify you™ (John
17:1). This might seem to be a trivial thing from the perspective of the world, but it
was of the utmost value to the Lord.

“I have told you these things, so that in me you may have peace. In this world you will
have trouble. But take heart! I have overcome the world” (John 16:33) Here, “time”
refers to the time when Jesus was crucified on the cross and eventually returned to the
Father. However, we should note that Jesus viewed His death as the moment when He
was glorified. Then, why did Jesus view His death as a moment of glory? “I have
brought you glory on earth by completing the work you gave me to do” (John 17:4).
Jesus looked back on His life in front of the cross and said that He had fulfilled the
mission He had received from the Father. So, He was asking to be glorified, but how
did the Lord fulfill the mission He had been given? As an example, even when the Lord
was falsely accused and was about to be put to death, He said, “T am He,” and carried
out His mission. Even a Roman centurion, when he saw the attitude of Jesus, con-
fessed that “Surely He was the Son of God” (Matthew 27:54). In this way, when a

person dies according to his mission, he reaches the ‘zenith of glory’ in the world.
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The editor of fashion magazine Allure once declared that he would no longer use the terminolo-

gy‘anti-aging.” “I know that Americans hold youth in high esteem. However, acknowledging the
freshness of youth does not mean that we will grow old and become ugly.” This declaration
means that he will not be swayed by worldly values but will spread the beauty that he pursues. A
person’s appearance naturally changes with the passage of time. That is why there are people
who look younger, but no one becomes younger. What do we pursue today? Do we live only for
the glory and values of the world? Those who live in such a way can never embracedeath as the “
zenith of glory.” Only those who have accomplished the mission entrusted to them by God will be
able to meet that moment.

We should be able to look ahead to the end of our lives and topray for those who remain, as Jesus
did, rather than being gripped by fear when the end of life comes upon usall of a sudden. “T will
remain in the world no longer, but they are still in the world, and T am coming to you. Holy
Father, protect them by the power of your name--the name you gave me--so that they may be one
aswe are one” (John 17:11). If we look at the content of the prayer that Jesus offered for His disci-
ples here, it can be summed up in one word: ‘protection.” The original word is ‘tereo,” which
means ‘hold firmly.’ The Lord asked God to hold firmly the disciples from the evil and pollution
of the world. More importantly, Jesus prayed to God to protect the disciples, but to “protect them
in the name of the Father.” In the context of Hebrew thought, ‘name’ means essence, and the es-
sence of Father God’s name is ‘holiness.” Therefore, Jesus’ prayer would mean that He asked God
to protect the disciples with ‘holiness.” This is because only holiness can protect their souls in a

world full of sin.
