This is the story of a poet named Shibata Toyo who published a collection of poems
before she passed away at the age of 102. After her husband, who was a chef, passed
away, the poet began writing poetry at the age of 92 and published a collection of
poems. The title of the collection of poems, which the grandmother poet published
with 1 million yen that she had saved for her own funeral expenses, is <Don’t Be
Weak>. “You know what, don’t sigh that you're unhappy./ The sunlight and the breeze
don’t only take one side./ Dreams can be equally dreamed./ I've had many hardships,
but I've been happy that I've been alive./ Don’t be weak.” In Japan, where even selling
10,000 copies is considered a success, Shibata’s collection of poems sold whopping
1.58 million copies. Her poetry was a great encouragement to the Japanese who were
mired in the swamp of economic recession known as the “Lost 20 Years.” When
people experience a hard time, even a single word of encouragement containing the
life wisdom of an old person can give them strength. In this regard, the aphorism of
Mark Twain, author of <The Prince and the Pauper> and <The Adventures of Tom
Sawyer>, are also meaningful: "If you get one nice compliment, you can live on that
for two months!"

“Do not forget to do good and to share with others, for with such sacrifices God is
pleased” (Hebrews 13:16). Here, we note the English translation, ‘sacrifices.’ It means
‘sacrificial offerings’ offered to God. In order for selfish people to do ‘good’ and share,
their ego must die. Paul viewed believers’ doing good in this way as an act of killing
their ego, like the sacrificial offerings. Some people say that they cannot do good be-
cause they are poor. This is because they think of good deeds only in terms of material
things. However, if God accepted good deeds as sacrifices, did He limit them to mate-
rial things? “The tongue that brings healing is a tree of life, but a deceitful tongue
crushes the spirit” (Proverb 15:4). Here the expression, ‘the tongue that brings heal-
ing’ means gentle words. ‘Gentle words’ are intangible words like ‘encouragement’ or
‘praise,” but in the sense that they give someone hope in life, they are good deeds with

which God is pleased, and thus gentle words should be shared with others.

On the other hand, all the good works we do are meaningful as something in which God rejoices only when
they are connected to the salvation of the soul. The ultimate purpose of our good deeds should be to fulfill the
inheritance that the Lord has left behind. In this respect, good deeds are not optional for the believers but are
duties and privileges. This is not the kind of work that people can do just because they have money, but some-

thing that they can do when they have the heart to do it. “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with
all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind;’ and ‘Love your neighbor as yourself” (Luke
10:27).

There was a man who was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho. He was attacked by a robber, who took
his clothes and beat him to death. Three people who were passing by saw him lying there: a priest, a Levite, and
a Samaritan. Who helped the man who had been robbed? He was a Samaritan, and he took pity on him. “He
went to him and bandaged his wounds, pouring on oil and wine. Then he put him on his own donkey, took him
to an inn and took care of him” (Luke 10:34). This shows that the Samaritan’s heart worked to do good deeds for
him. That is, he approached the wounded person physically (that is, 'with his body') and gave a first-aid treat-
ment for the wound 'with material,” which means that his '"heart' was touched and was able to take care of the
man who had been robbed. When the Samaritan left the inn the next day, he gave the innkeeper two denarii
and asked him to take good care of the wounded person, and even promised to pay for any additional expenses.
All he did can be claimed to be good deeds that he was able to do because in the first place he had a warm heart
given by God.

Paul viewed good deeds as evidence that confirms the salvation of the believers. "Command them to do good,
to berich in good deeds, and to be generous and willing to share. In this way, they will lay up treasure for them-
selves as a firm foundation for the coming age, so that they may take hold of the life that is truly life” (1 Timothy
6:18-19). Of course, it is not the act itself, but our faith that leads to such acts that guarantee eternal life. Howev-
er, in the light of the fact that faith must be proven by acts, such good deeds can be sufficient evidence. On the
other hand, we must remember that good deeds do not necessarily have to be material. Encouraging someone
with work, bringing vitality to someone’s life and giving him hope can be a good deed as a “sacrifice” with
which God is pleased. Among Shibata Toyo’s poems, I would like to share a poem titled “Savings” in relation to
this. “I mean, whenever people are kind to me, I save it in my heart. When I feel lonely, I take it out and gain

strength from it. Why don’t you save up from now on, too. It'll be better than a pension.”
